
MORE REWARDS
PAYMENT NOW

• evangelism is worthy of payment in this life—bed and board (Luke 10:7; cf. 1 Cor 9:14; 1 Tim 5:17–18)—
and in the next (John 4:36; 1 Cor 9:17)

• God repays many times the cost of the sacrifice—even a hundredfold [=10,000%] (Matt 19:29=Mark 10:29–30=Luke 18:29–30)
PAYMENT IN THE FUTURE

• you can lay up treasure on earth or in heaven (Luke 12:21)
• those who lay up treasure in heaven are rich toward God (Luke 12:21)

• we will be repaid for every good thing we do—regardless of social status (Eph 6:8)
• we will be repaid for preaching and teaching ("watering" in 1 Cor 3:8)

• rich people may store up treasure for the future (1 Tim 6:17–19)
INSPECTION AND APPROVAL

• only quality work (teaching) that passes inspection is rewarded—building with gold, silver, and precious stones (1 Cor 3:14)
• rewards will be forfeited for unsatisfactory work (preaching and teaching)—building with wood, hay, and stubble (1 Cor 3:15)

• only voluntary preaching is rewarded (1 Cor 9:16–17)
• approval is necessary to receive the crown of life (James 1:12)

LOSS OF REWARD
• we will be paid according to the amount of work performed (Luke 19:16–19)—no work, no pay (Matt 25:28–29; Luke 19:20–26)

• work must be done God's way—to glorify God and not to glorify ourselves (Matt 6:3–6, 16–18)
• rewards forfeited by lazy will be given to most productive (Mt 25:28–29; Lk 19:26)—you may get rewards you never earned!

• perpetual carnality—practicing unrighteousness (fornication, idolatry, adultery, homosexuality, theft, coveting, drunkenness,
reviling, swindling) and the deeds of the flesh ("immorality, impurity, sensuality, idolatry, sorcery, enmities, strife, jealousy,

outbursts of anger, disputes, dissensions, factions, envying, drunkenness, carousing, and things like these")—
will keep us from inheriting the Kingdom of God (1 Cor 6:9–10; Gal 5:19–21; Eph 5:5)

• sorrow follows loss of reward in the Kingdom (Matt 25:30)
• lack of ability will not keep us from earning many rewards (Matt 25:15 with 25:20–23)

• loss of reward does not mean loss of salvation (1 Cor 3:15)
ATTITUDE PREREQUISITES

• humility is a prerequisite for earning great rewards and being greatest in the Kingdom (Matt 18:4)
• we will receive a great reward for courage in spiritual warfare (Heb 10:35)—courage produces the will to fight and endure

LOOKING TO THE REWARD
• knowledge of future reward helps us endure hardship now (Col 3:23–24; cf. Heb 10:34)

• enduring persecution is easier when you look to the reward (Heb 11:25–26; cf. 12:2)
ETERNAL REWARDS

• the crown of glory will never lose its brightness (1 Peter 5:4)
• our inheritance is "imperishable and undefiled and will not fade away" (1 Peter 1:4)

• we will keep our rewards forever (2 Cor 4:17)
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
